The difficulty in grasping the significance of<the schools of law in Islam is
evidenced by vacillation in translating the term madhhab. This term was first
translated as “sect,” then as “rite” or “school.” But a Sunni madhhab could not be
a sect, since the term “sect™ is applied to a dissenting religious body, one that is
heretical in the eyes of other members within the same communion. That is not the
case with the Sunni madhhabs, all of which are regarded equally as orthodox. Nor
is the term “rite” an adequate one, since it applies.to a division of the Christian
church as determined by liturgy: and. unlike a transfer from one rite to another in
Christianity, a transfer requiring certain formalities, the transfer in Islam is made
from one madhhab to another without” any formalities whatsoever.

In the early centuries of Islam, Muslim theologians disagreed as to whether paradise
and hell were located on earth or in the otherworld. The question seems to have been
somewhat less controversial with regard to hell. [1] After all, the Quran speaks of
“seven earths,” while also describing hell as a trench or subterranean pit, a netherworld,
divided into seven compartments. The standard notion, therefore, was that hell
coincides with the subterranean layers of the earth, or that it is “inside the earth,” while
being connected to the surface by a number of gateways. [2]

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PASSAGE 3:

In Muslim theological circles, the people most interested in Greek dialectics were
Mutazilis. At the forefront of debates-competing with Christian Trinitarianism,
Manichaean dualism, pagan materialism, and even anthropomorphic conceptions
widespread among Muslims-the Mutazilis upheld God’s unity and transcendence. As
pure being, God is not like any created matter, nor like a human person, nor divided in
any way. They denied that the attributes of God mentioned in the Quran are physical
and literal.

Other Mutazili doctrines were a corollary of their conception of God’s transcendence

and unity. For example, they held that the Quran was a created message inspired by
God in Muhammad and not part of God’s essence or divine itself — as opposed to the
Christian view that Christ, the Logos, the word of God, proceeds from God as part of
his essence and is co-eternal with him.

A further corollary of the Mutazili conception of God’s transcendence and unity was
the doctrine of God’s justice and man’s moral freedom and responsibility: men choose
their own acts; they are not created by nordetermined by God. God rightly rewards and
punishes men for their deeds. They-also upheld God’s goodness: men, not God, are the
authors of evil. If men were not morally fiee, they argued, God would by implication
be the cause of evil.
